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With nearly 10% of students in the US predominantly speaking a language other than English, all teachers need to be concerned about enhancing communication.  Physical education, in particular, provides an excellent setting to support language acquisition.  Here, Hruska provides a framework for gathering the necessary background information and planning language objectives within the context of physical education lessons.
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
